St Clement, Bishop of Rome, Martyr, 100 AD
Clement was probably the third bishop of Rome after Peter.  He wrote at least one Epistle (in 96 AD) to deal with quarrelling within the church at Corinth.  (Nothing new under the sun – just read the Church Times).  Certain leaders of the church had been deposed and Clement insisted they be reinstated and their legitimate orders obeyed.  According to tradition, Clement was banished by the Romans to the Crimea because of his apostolic activities and there forced to work in the mines.  Nevertheless, he continued preaching to the extent that many new churches were required!  This obviously found little favour with the authorities and he was finally tied to an anchor and thrown into the Black Sea.  He is the patron saint of Trinity House, responsible for lighthouses around this country. - MJW
